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Chickenpox is in the School 
 
What is it? 
Chickenpox is an infection caused by the varicella virus. It 
cannot be treated with antibiotics. Treatment is usually to 
relieve the symptoms, which are commonly fever and a 
rash. 

Chickenpox is easily spread by direct contact with a person 
who has chickenpox, or by fluid droplets in the air when they 
cough or sneeze. A person with chickenpox is infectious to 
others from one to two days before the rash first appears 
until the last blisters have dried up.  
 
Signs and Symptoms 
If your child has chickenpox, they may: 

¶ have a mild fever 

¶ feel tired and irritable 

¶ be itchy 

¶ have a rash. 
 
The rash usually appears 10 to 21 days after first being 
exposed to someone who has chickenpox. The time 
between exposure and getting the rash is called the 
incubation period. The rash usually first appears on the 
chest, back or face.  It can then move to other areas of the 
body, including inside the mouth. At first, the rash looks like 
small pimples. These later become blisters full of fluid. Most 
children with chickenpox are unwell for about five to seven 
days. 
 
Students are not allowed back until the blisters have dried 
up.

NAPLAN tests are held during May each year and in 2018 
the tests will be held May 15, 16 and 17.  Primary School 
students in Year 3 and Year 5 complete the tests. 
 
The results of the tests provide diagnostic information for 
parents and teachers about a childôs performance in 
Literacy and Numeracy. This information can be used to 
support teaching and learning programs and improve 
student achievement. 
 
If your child has a disability or special needs which require 
extra consideration you should discuss with your childôs 
teacher whether your child should undertake the tests. 
 
Later in the year, you will receive your childôs personal 
report. The report will describe your childôs particular skills 
in reading, writing, language conventions and numeracy. 
 
The report will also show how your child performed in 
relation to national benchmark standards. These 
benchmarks describe minimum acceptable standards for 
students across Australia. 
 
I am confident that the information you receive because of 
your childôs participation in the NAPLAN tests will be 
valuable in providing you with an insight of your childôs 
progress in Literacy and Numeracy.
